The necessary screws depend on the mate-
rial of the wall, so please consult a hard-
ware supplier or installation expert on the
correct fastening method.

Install the fall prevention strap so that it
does not sag. If the strap is slack, this will
increase the force of impact when the
stand falls, and the strap may be damaged
and fall.
